Introduction

The papers for the 7th International Conference on Advances in Mechanical Engineering and Mechanics (ICAMEM2019) to be held in Hammamet, Tunisia, 16–18 December 2019, should be written in English.  All papers must be submitted electronically on the Conference web site in PDF format by 30 June 2019. All communications will be subjected to peer review. Only papers with a favorable opinion of the reviewers will be accepted for presentation at the conference ICAMEM2019.

General format requirements
The general format requirements are as follows:

· Paper Length:  The number of total pages should be at least 4 pages and not exceed 6 pages (A4 size paper or USLetter) 

· Margins: 4.5cm (1 inch)

· Header:  On the first page, please put the name of authors in 8 pt italic Times New Roman (right) and page number in 8 pt Times New Roman on the left.

· Title:  16 pt bold times (or Helvetica or similar san serif font), left justified, small caps

· Authors/Affiliation/E-mails: in 10 and 8 pt Times New Roman (or Times) with 13 pt spacing: one blank line after the title, then a line with the author name(s) in normal type, followed by an affiliation line in italics, and a third line with e-mail address(es) in italics; this authors/affiliation/e-mails may be repeated as necessary for multiple affiliations

· Abstract Header: 10 pt bold Arial (or Helvetica or similar san serif font) with 11 pt spacing, with one blank line above and below

· Abstract:  A 150-200 word abstract in 10 pt Times New Roman, 11 pt spacing, justified on both margins

· Section Headings:  12 pt bold Times (or Helvetica)

· Section Subheadings:  10 pt italic Times New Roman (or Times)

· Body text:  10 pt Times New Roman (or Times), 13 pt spacing, justified on both margins, one blank line between paragraphs, no indentation for beginning of a paragraph

· Figures:  insert in text where appropriate, with 8.5 pt bold Times (or Helvetica) caption centered below the figure beginning “Fig. 1.  ” as shown in the example below.

· Tables:  as with Figures, but with caption beginning “Table 1.  ”

· Equations:  centered, with equation number at the right, one blank line above and below

· Units:  SI units.

· References:  References should appear at the end of the paper as shown below in 9 pt Times New Roman with 10 pt spacing, with the “References” header in 12 pt Times.  Citations in the text of the paper should use author last names and the year; for example, “… in previous work by the authors (Johnson et al., 1997; Kirkner and Spencer, 1996)” or “… as shown in the work by Kareem et al. (1998) and Haldar and Mahadevan (2000).”

Additionally, authors are responsible for obtaining permission for reprinting any material included in their papers that is already copyrighted elsewhere.

Figures and tables should be presented with sufficiently informative captions. Too short captions are not accepted except when they are enough. Every caption should be complete and intelligible by itself without references to the text. See examples shown below. When figures from other papers are reprinted, the permission of the original authors is required.Equations, Tables, Figures.

Conclusion

A conclusion section is required. The conclusion must review the main points of the paper, do not replicate the abstract as the conclusion. A conclusion might elaborate on the importance of the work or suggest applications and extensions. Note that the conclusion section is the last section of the paper that should be numbered. The appendix (if present), acknowledgment, and references should be listed without numbers.

Acknowledgments

The preferred spelling of the word “acknowledgment” in American English is without the “e” after the “g.” Avoid expressions such as “One of us (S.B.A.) would like to thank…” Instead, write “F. A. Author thanks…” Sponsor and financial support acknowledgments are also to be listed in the “acknowledgments” section.
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
